With growing attention on the U.S. South, funders have several opportunities  
for increased impact on LGBTQ communities in the region:

Nearly 50 percent of LGBTQ community 
assets in the region operate with  

only one or no full time staff. (n=104)

Over 55 percent of LGBTQ community  
assets in the South operate with  

a budget of $250,000 or less 

— with nearly 20 percent working with 
$10,000 or less.(n=114)
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
